from India, a member of our community of the
Canons Regular of Jesus the Lord, having studied with us in Vladivostok for two years. He was ordained a deacon by
Bishop Donald Hying of Madison, Wisconsin where he has been worklng for some time at St Olaf’s Parish in
DeForest. Hopefully he will be the first
member of our second American
community which will be located in the
Madison diocese. Bro Kumud certainly
has a fascinating history. He finished the
seminary in India, and then for four years
he was parish administrator in Dubai,
United Arab Emirates, with many
languages and situations in that Moslem
country, one of the largest parishes in the
world. He finished his novitiate here in
Vladivostok and speaks Russian, too! He
conducted retreats in India while waiting
for his American visa, and visited other
communities of Canons Regular in India
at the same time. We were happy to be
able to watch the whole ordination
ceremony from Vladivostok, and so did
our community in Indonesia. Small
world! Congratulations, Deacon Kumud!

The Way It Was

We’ve just celebrated the 28th anniversary of our
coming to Vladivostok on February 11, 1992. We
received our Russian visas on Fr Myron’s birthday,
February 7, arrived in the airport in Khabarovsk on
February 10, slept overnight there on the benches, and
flew on to Vladivostok in the morning. Here I would like
to remember some of our benefactors who made it all
possible in those early days many years ago.

First I would like to mention my parents, Mr and Mrs
Roger Maurer, who donated the first funds for buying our
flight tickets and renting our apartment in Russia.

Then I would like to remember Fr Joseph Fessio, S.J.
and his friends. We stayed at Fr Fessio’s office in San
Francisco when we were getting our visas. At Easter in
1992 he was in Novosibirsk to help Bishop JosephWerth
with Holy Week services, but his return flight from
Khabarovsk to San Francisco was cancelled, so he came
to visit us for a week in Vladivostok. Seeing our poverty

he decided to help: 1. He sent an appeals letter about us
to his entire file of "Ignatius Press" contacts, (the largest
Catholic publishing house in the USA at the time.) 2. He
introduced us to the internet so that we could more easily
communicate with America rather than using faxes. 3.

He offered to return in the summer with volunteers to help
us look for Catholics in our state, which he did, leaving
behind for us two automobiles and a photocopy machine.

We remember also that from the very beginning the
late Archbishop Francis Hurley of Anchorage helped us
very much by allowing us to use his archdiocesan address
for our donations and his "Russian Desk" office assistant.
He had already opened a Catholic parish in Magadan,
USSR in 1991 and he had made the commitment to help it
financially, as Magadan was the sister city of Anchorage.
He said that he could not support our mission financially,
because of Magadan, but he had engaged an administrator
to help Magadan's founding, and he offered Fr Myron to
use the address of the Archdiocesan office to receive
checks for our mission support. Therefore, we published
the Vladivostok Mission address in our very first
newsletter—the address of the Archdiocese of Anchorage
-- and continued that
\ arrangement for 6 years

until the day when the
Archbishop told Fr
Myron, “You have
gotten bigger than we
can handle. You need
your own office.” The
Anchorage Russian
Desk was manned by
Ray Rzeszut. He told
. me that 95% of what he

did was for the processing of the Vladivostok Mission's
financial donations because Fr Myron and I were always
actively looking for benefactors, whereas the priest in
Magadan, with the archbishop's financial support, did not
have to look for benefactors.

Then in 1993 or 1994 Dr. E. Michael Jones, Ph.D.,
publisher of "Fidelity" monthly journal (now called
"Culture Wars") wrote a story about us in his journal after
his oldest son Adam came as a volunteer in our parish. It
generated a lot of awareness of our mission among his
Catholic readers.

In 1996 CBS Evening News with Dan Rather ran a
four-minute human interest story about our mission on
Richard Threlkel’s Evening News program one Saturday.
Mr Rather came to Russia to cover the first free
presidential elections in Russia's history. [President
Yeltsin.] He heard about us from a flight attendant on
their Alaska Airlines flight, and decided to do the story
about us.

We began appeals for financial help through our
regularly published mission newsletter (Vladivostok
Sunrise), the first issue of which was printed in November
of 1991 and postmarked in America on December 23. Lee
Larkey, a member of the Diocese of St Cloud Vocations
Committee, was instrumental in communications for us, as
he had a computer and internet connection. We sent the
newsletter to a list of benefactors identified by Fr Myron
and me, including an old mailing list that Fr Myron had
from when he was editor of another publication. Tom
Fitzsimmons in Modesto, California, handling hundreds of
our email messages.

We received requests by several parishes in the USA to
become "sister parishes" of the Vladivostok parish from
the very beginning of the mission. St Anne Parish in
Porterville, California became our sister parish in the
summer of 1991 even before Fr Myron went to Russia on
his first fact-finding trip, and they continue today.

Nativity of Our Lord Parish in St Paul, Minnesota
became our sister parish in the first year that we were here
in Vladivostok. Eventually our stateside mission office
was located there under the direction of Sandra Sonnen.

We sent letters to most parishes in America named for
the Virgin Mary, and several became sister parishes. St
Joseph Parish in Modesto, California started to contribute
financially and spiritually to our mission work when Fr
Joseph Illo became pastor in 2000. Not much later it
became our sister parish, too, and today our mission office
is there under the direction of Vicky Trevillyan.

That is the way it was. It is dangerous to say “Thank
you” to so many people, because I might have left out
someone important. But we have to say thank you to our
benefactors and helpers who have made all that we do
possible, from founding parishes here in Russia, founding
the Women’ Support Centers, and doing so many
charitable projects. And now helping with our many
vocations to the priesthood. “Thank you” doesn’t mean
we are done!l—Maybe we are just getting started! Russia
is still the least religious practicing country in the world.

News Notes

e On March 10
we heard of the
death of a great
member of our
Board of
Directors, Father
James West. He
was still a young
man of 59, full of
energy, and he
was a great priest
of the Diocese of
Little Rock,
Arkansas. He was
a great supporter
of our mission,
and always
encouraged his
parishes to help us. He died in the rectory at St Edward’s
Parish in Texarkana, Arkansas, of natural causes. We will
miss him terribly, but he will surely be able to pray for us
from his new place in heaven. Eternal Rest grant to him,
O Lord! May there be many more priests like him for the
Diocese of Little Rock, and for the Church in America!
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e Brother Pradeep Mulupuri, C.J.D. received the
ministry of acolyte at his seminary in India on March 7.
We will be glad when he can complete his seminary
studies and return to help us in Russia!

e We’ve had eight funerals lately in Vladivostok for
deceased who were Catholics but whom we did not know.
We are so visible in the city now, because of the steeples
on the church, but I guess we still haven’t found all the
Catholics. The funerals are important, not only for the
sake of the deceased, but also for those who attend—It
may be the only time that many of them have ever been in
church! At my age I can’t risk going to the Russian
cemeteries in the winter—They are too hilly and snowy
and overgrown, and I can’t risk a fall. So Fr Nikita has
been doing the burials at the cemetery, but all three of us
priests in Vladivostok take turns at saying the masses and
preaching. I go to the crematory when the family asks.
Vladivostok is located on a peninsula, so land is a
premium, and the main three city cemeteries are full, so
many families ask for cremation so that the deceased can
be buried together with a spouse or relative in a
preexisting grave.

e The Corona virus has travelled around the world. Here
our seminarians in Indonesia are working as volunteers to
deliver food packages to the poor.

e Vladivostok is fairly isolated as the capital of the
Russian State of Primorye, with the Sea of Japan on the
East and South, China and North Korea on the West with
pretty wide zones between us, and so most of our contact
with the outside world is by flights or in the North, by the
highway to Khabarovsk. The government took early
action to detect the corona virus at the airport, so we’ve
really had very few cases of the virus as of this writing
(April 17). We’ve had 40 cases with two deaths. We are
isolated, and all churches, theaters, restaurants are closed.
We now have internet streamed Sunday Masses with
plenty of watchers. The Women’s Support Centers are
very important as poor women with children come for aid.



e Here is a picture just for fun of our seminarians in
Indonesia celebrating the Jewish Seder meal, as Jesus did
at the Last Supper. Because there is no synagogue on
Flores Island, they can’t visit one to get a feel of Jesus’
times. The Seder is good to enable one to experience
something of what the Last Supper was probably like
when Jesus instituted the Blessed Sacrament of His Body
and Blood.
